Under this act the State of Oklahoma will no longer be involved in marital matters. Acknowledging that several houses of worship in the state of Oklahoma already perform “marriages” between individuals that might not technically qualify for a “marriage” in the State of Oklahoma, this act does however acknowledge civil unions. It has been necessary to pair couples for certain health care, inheritance, and taxation issues, and that has traditionally been done by acknowledging marriages. Upon passage this act will translate every marriage on record to a “civil union” and will allow any two individuals to apply for a civil union.

This act also establishes the Oklahoma Marriage Congratulatory Fund, with $20,000 in funds from the General Fund each year. Wine:  Alcoholic beverages manufactured by a licensed winery fermented by fruits, yeast, and sugars containing 7% alcohol by volume to 18% alcohol by volume.

Section 4:
All acts or parts of acts in conflict with these provisions are hereby repealed.

Section 5:
The provisions of this act are severable; should any part of this act be declared unconstitutional, the remaining provisions shall not be affected.

Section 6:
This act shall be codified into the Oklahoma State Statutes upon passage and approval.

A: Drug Dog: police canine specially trained to detect illegal drugs and other illicit substances by scent.


B. Public School: any school maintained and/or funded by local, state, or federal funds or 


governments.

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AN ACT TO REFORM AND STANDARDIZE SEXUAL EDUCATION PRACTICES IN THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA; ESTABLISHING PENALTIES; REPEALING CONFLICTING ACTS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR CODIFICATION; SETTING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA:

Section 1:
All public high schools in the state of Oklahoma are required to teach a two-week long, mandatory, non-graded course in sexual education. This course would be required to include, but would not be limited to: abstinence education, forms of contraception (including risks and benefits of popular forms, i.e. the Pill, etc.), proper condom use (schools are strongly encouraged but not required to have condoms available to students free of charge), information on common sexually transmitted diseases, including symptoms, long-term effects, and prevention, and post-conception options (including motherhood, adoption, and abortion, and appropriate organizations  and facilities for each). The construction and format of the course (times, locations, gender-based separation in classes, etc.) is left to the individual school’s discretion. Students may be removed from the class only with written and signed instructions from the student’s parent(s) or guardian(s).

Section 2:
Definitions for the purpose of this bill:

A:  Contraception: any artificial mode or method to prevent conception that is used before, during, or immediately after sexual intercourse; includes but is not limited to: pills, patches, rings, condoms, and diaphragms.


B. Condom: contraceptive device, usually made of latex, that is intended to be put on the penis or 


inserted into the vagina to prevent pregnancy and/or sexually transmitted diseases.



C. Sexually Transmitted Disease: any disease or infection that has a high probability of being 


transmitted during sexual acts or intercourse.

Section 3: 
Penalties: 



A. Schools that refuse to teach the course will be fined $250 per student enrolled in the school.



B. Schools that omit one or more required pieces of curriculum will be fined $100 per student 


enrolled in the school.



C. Schools that remove any student for any reason without written and signed parental instruction 


will be fined $1,000 per student unlawfully removed.

Section 4:

AN ACT TO REFORM RUN-AWAY TORT PROCEEDINGS IN THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA; ESTABLISHING PENALTIES; REPEALING CONFLICTING ACTS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR CODIFICATION; SETTING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA:

Section 1:
This act effectively provides Oklahoma with real and substantial tort reform, with the goal of improving Oklahoma’s business climate, which has cost the state thousands of jobs.
Section 2:
Definitions for the purpose of this bill:


A:   Tort:   Proceedings involving civil law.

B:   Non-economic damages:   Severe pain, distress, or any other non-real damages.

C:   Joint liability:   Each party is liable for the full amount of the relevant obligation.

D:   Severable liability:   Parties are only liable for their respective obligations.

E:   Frivolous lawsuits:   Lawsuits that can not reasonably be supported under the law, or good faith interpretation of the law.

F:   Punitive damages:   Damages not awarded to compensate the plaintiff, but to deter the defendant from a course of action.

G:   Collateral source doctrine:   Rule of evidence that prohibits the admission at trial of evidence that a victim’s damages were compensated from some other source of compensation.

H:   Expert witness:  A witness who is by virtue, occupation, or anything else, deemed knowledgeable to an extent about the scope of the lawsuit, beyond that of an average person, sufficient that others may officially and legally be able to rely on his opinion.

I:   Prejudgment interest:   Amount of interest that accrues on the value of an injured consumer’s claim between the time the case is filed and when the case draws a verdict.

J:   Peer review:   Subjecting work, ideas, other testimony to the scrutiny of other fellow experts in the field.

K:  Ordinary negligence:   A common mistake that results in something bad.

L:  Gross negligence:   An uncommon and blatantly irresponsible action.

Section 3:  
This section places a hard cap on non-economic damages. This limits damages for non-real things like emotional abuse, pain, distress, and any other non-real damages, but does not completely abolish compensation for non-economic damages. The hard cap shall be no more than $50,000 awarded for each claim, up to $200,000 for any single lawsuit.

Section 4:
This eliminates prejudgment interest, and with any lawsuits filed in Oklahoma court, interest is not collected on any damages prior to the award.

Section 5:
This section requires that a jury be informed of any and all compensation (insurance, etc.) that the plaintiff will receive for his/her tort.

Section 6:
This abolishes joint and several liability. Defendants shall only be responsible for their portion of damages, and none of those that any other party may be unable to pay.

Section 7:
In an Oklahoma court of law, an attorney is hereby unable to file a lawsuit in an inappropriate venue, and then re-file said lawsuit in the appropriate jurisdiction, avoiding a new statute of limitations. Lawsuits currently inappropriately “parked” at the time of this bill’s effect, are subject to the old rule, seeing as they were “parked” prior to this law’s going into effect.

Section 8:
Plaintiff is unable to dismiss a suit after discovering that they’re case is weak. This is similar to the federal rule.

Section 9:
This section is to substantially limit discovery of assets for punitive damages. Plaintiff is hereby required in a court of Oklahoma state law to show evidence to support claim for punitive damages. In order to file for punitive damages, gross negligence must first be proven.

Section 10:
Awards charged to the defendant that exceed $80,000 are liable to be paid over time, over a 2-year timetable. Each payment may not dip below $50,000.

Section 11:
Requires plaintiff in any civil case to set forth an itemization for the court, of damages they are claiming, this documents losses and limits of recovery to stated losses.

Section 12:
This eliminates the election of judges. A judge is appointed by the Governor’s Office to serve for life, unless he is accused of bad conduct, through which he will immediately be taken off the bench, and will only return to the bench if he is found innocent of the charges by a grand jury.
Section 13:
All acts or parts of acts in conflict with these provisions are hereby 



Repealed.

Section 14:
The provisions of this act are severable; should any part of this act be

declared unconstitutional, the remaining provisions shall not be affected.
Section 15:
This act shall be codified into the Oklahoma State Statutes upon passage and approval.
Section 16:
This act shall become effective 90 days after passage and approval.

WHEREAS:  Hostile operations refer to all acts requiring any military personnel not solely involved in humanitarian/aid operations.

WHEREAS:  To deter the amount of hostile operations and unnecessary spending. 

NOW, THEREFORE LET IT BE RESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES AND THE SENATE CONCURRENTLY: 

Section 1: Upon passage of this resolution, it is requested that the United States Congress use more discretion in the appropriations of funds directed towards hostile military operations.
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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION TO AMEND THE CLEAR SKIES ACT.

WHEREAS:  
The Clear Skies Act replaced the Clean Air Act, while the Clean Air Act had tighter regulations on toxic gas emissions.

WHEREAS:   The Clear Skies Act allows 68 percent more Nitrogen Oxide (NOx), or 2.1 

million tons by 2008, than the Clean Air Act.  Whereas NOx is a significant contributor to smog and is linked to lung disease and asthma in humans.

WHEREAS:   The Clear Skies Act allows 225 percent more Sulfur Dioxide (SO2), or 4.5 

million tons by 2010 by 2010, than the Clean Air Act.  Whereas SO2 is a significant contributor to soot and acid rain.

WHEREAS:   The Clear Skies Act exempts power plants from being required to install 

“cleanup technology” (Best Available Retrofit Technology) as dictated by the Clean Air Act.

WHEREAS:   The Clear Skies Act postpones enforcement of public health standards for 

smog and soot until 2012.

WHEREAS:   The Clear Skies Act contains no provisions to reduce or limit Carbon 

Dioxide (CO2) emissions which is a major contributor to global warming.

WHEREAS:   EPA analyses show that the Clear Skies Act would generate an estimated 

increase of 100,000 premature deaths, and result in $61 billion more in premature death and disease costs per year by 2020.

WHEREAS:   David G. Hawkins, director of the National Resources Defense Council 

Climate Center, testified that that The Clear Skies Act will “repeal or 

interfere with major health and air quality safeguards in current law” as well as “allow power plant 

pollution to […] inflict huge, avoidable health damages on the public”.

WHEREAS:   The Sierra Club, the foremost American environmental protection 

organization, opposes the Clear Skies Act.

NOW, THEREFORE, LET IT BE RESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES AND SENATE CONCURRENTLY:

Section 1:        That upon passage of this resolution, it is requested that the United States 

Congress amend the Clear Skies Act and return emission cap rates to those instated by the Clean Air Act.  

Section 2:
That additional caps on CO2 emissions be appended to the Clear Skies Act.
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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION URGING THE CONGRESS OF THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA TO CONSIDER A PROGRAM FOR NATIONALIZED HEALTH CARE. 

WHEREAS: there is a concern for those who cannot afford proper health care.

WHEREAS: thirteen percent of the population is below the poverty line.

WHEREAS: countries such as Canada, Sweden, Finland, France, Germany and the United Kingdom have a form of nationalized health care.

WHEREAS: the Constitution’s preamble states, “life, liberty, and the pursuit of happiness” emphasizing life and under that falling physical well-being.

WHEREAS:   The District of Columbia, as the US capital, deserves a form of recognized 

representation on an international level.

NOW, THEREFORE, LET IT BE RESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES AND THE SENATE CONCURRENTLY:

Section 1:
That the number of stripes on the American flag will remain the same in honor of 

the original Thirteen Colonies.

Section 2:
That the position of the field of stars and field of stripes will remain the same in 

honor of the 1795 American Flag.

Section 3:
That the traditional stripes of the American flag be replaced with colors in the following order: white, pink, red, orange, violet, green, blue, indigo, violet, grey, beige, brown, black.

Section 4:
That there will be representation for each of the USA’s inhabited territories 

(American Samoa, Guam, Northern Mariana Islands, Puerto Rico, and U.S. Virgin Islands) by way of 1/5, or one point, of a star.

Section 5:
That the District of Columbia will be represented by one single and complete star which is one-half of the size of the individual states.

Section 6:
That the designation of a state’s star will be determined chronologically by the date of that state’s ratification and entrance into the Union, and that the placement of stars will start from the top-left corner and will be counted in rows from left to right.

Section 7:
That the placement of any star, or part of a star, designated for a US territory shall be positioned in the bottom-right corner of the star-field.

Section 8:
That the color of each star should be determined by majority vote by the people of each respective state or territory.

Section 9:
That US territories should be allowed a one-time vote while out of statehood, to decide on the color of their star-point.
