 At the time of each test screening, all prostitutes will be required to make known the total earnings of the passed three month duration. Any organization that controls any prostitute by any means shall register as a prostitute manager and fulfill all of the requirements that are established and should ever be added.

To make it illegal for a prostitute to fail any for my rape, sexual assault, e.g. They will only be allowed to file theft of service, robbery, and breaking and entering charges.

C. DXM purchasers must provide valid photo identification with current address and proof of age;

D. DXM purchasers must be 18 years of age or older; 

E. No more than one (1) DXM product per day and no more than three (3) DXM products per month may be purchased at any combination of locations, unless a larger quantity is prescribed by a physician;

Section 3:
The second statute of this act shall be the creation of an over-sight authority within the Oklahoma Department of Health & Human Services.


The oversight authority shall operate as follows:

A. Develop a computer database to which pharmacists will submit electronic reports that track:

1. Names, addresses and identification numbers gathered from the  proof of identity of individuals who purchase DXM products;

2. Dates and location of purchase of DXM products; 

3. Proof of physician’s prescription if quantity sold exceeds limits on the sale of DXM;

B. Process the information gathered in the reporting database to identify abuse of DXM products;

C. Report instances of DXM abuse to law enforcement authorities;

D. To fund this proposal, a 5% tax on the purchase of DXM products will be levied.

c. The average salaries of top level administrators in Oklahoma border on six-figure sums at approximately  $87,000 and above, annually.

d. In many parts of Oklahoma, taxpayers are paying approximately $1000 per student to just pay the superintendents. In other, smaller parts superintendents are getting paid less than $100 per student.

e. All Oklahoma teachers are required to spend at least 9 hours inside the school building everyday, five days a week. A majority of these teachers work an extra 1 to 3 hours at home or at school after school grading, often times, the 90-+100 assignments that have been handed back to them.

f. On average Oklahoma Teachers have a starting pay of $9.50 per hour. Just past our southern border in Texas, the starting pay increases to an average of $11.50 per hour; a two dollar increase that causes an average difference of $5774 annually.

g. Oklahoma loses many prospective teachers to Texas due to salary differences, including many trained here in Oklahoma.

h. Due to the environment and expenses that usually accompany a new teacher into his or her career a higher starting salary is needed to draw new teachers into our state.

WHEREAS:  Providing a legal framework for murder would decrease the allure of murder, and therefore the total amount of murders committed. 

WHEREAS:  Governmental agencies are in a constant want of funds. 

WHEREAS:  Getting funds from people's inbred desire to murder will be highly profitable. 

WHEREAS:  America needs to embrace forward thinking policies in order to regain its former prominence in social innovation. 

NOW, THEREFORE LET IT BE RESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES AND SENATE CONCURRENTLY: 

Section 1: This act, if passed by the United States Congress, shall be called the “Kill Bill.” 

Section 2: Any person wishing to commit murder must acquire a “murder application” from his/her local city hall. Applications will also be available through the mail from the state capitol. 

Section 3: The subject’s name must be on the murder application, which must have the official Seal of the State from which you received the murder application, before the murder process may proceed further. 

Section 4: Both the murder applicant and the murder subject must currently reside in the state where the murder application is taken out. Both the murder applicant and murder subject must be over the age of eighteen.

Section 5: The murder applicant must collect signatures on the murder application amounting to three tenths (.3) of the population in which the murder is to be committed. 

Section 6: The murder subject will be notified immediately that a murder application has been requested for his/her name. They then have an opportunity to start a "Request for Life" application. This application will be submitted to the Governor of the state in which the murder application has been taken out and his Cabinet for review. If they determine that the subject is not deserving of death, the amount of signatures required on the murder application doubles to six tenths (.6) of the voting population of the state in which the murder is to be committed. The murder applicant will be immediately notified of this change. 

Section 7: If the required number of signatures is collected, the murder applicant will bring the application, signatures included, back to the location from which the applicant received the application for final approval. The subject will then choose their means of death (excluding natural causes and those that would result in widespread destruction) and submit it to the local government.

Section 8:  The murder applicant will be responsible for any costs associated with the means of death, as long as it is less than one thousand dollars ($1000). If the cost of means of death exceeds one thousand dollars ($1000), the murder applicant and the subject will split the cost of the means of death. The subject and the murder applicant will be brought together in a location decided by the subject within six months of the completion of the application and its final approval by the local government.

Section 9: Murder applications will cost one thousand dollars ($1000) upon initial approval. [see Section 3] 

Section 10: Money received from murder applications will be divided accordingly:

a. Fifty percent of each murder application will be given to general education funds of each state.

b. Thirty percent of each murder application will go to funding the jails of each state.

c. Twenty percent of each murder application is reserved for the state governments to use at their discretion.

Section 11: Definitions for the purpose of this bill:

a. Murder applicant - the person wishing to have another person put to death. They are in the process of filling out a murder application.

b. Subject - the person who would be put to death by a murder application.

c. Means of death - the way the subject, if the process is completed, chooses to die.

Section 12: Penalties:
Any person convicted of murder in the first or second degree who has not completed the murder application process will be sentenced to the most severe punishment applicable in the state in which the murder was committed.

WHEREAS:   Maquiladoras, or factories which import materials duty-free and then re-

export assembled products (usually to the originating country), have been 

found to commonly practice human rights abuses, including, in the case of 

Mexico, violating, mutilating, and murdering over 300 women in a seven 

year period and causing over 400 others to “disappear”.

WHEREAS:   NAFTA has dissolved many Canadian social programs by moving to 

“labor discipline” through “monetary policy austerity”, which includes reductions in unemployment insurance.

WHEREAS:   Canada’s average per capita income fell steadily from 1993 to 1999

WHEREAS:   Following the implementation of NAFTA, only the top 20% of Canada’s 

families saw significant increases (6.6%) in per capita disposable income.

WHEREAS:   While figures on NAFTA’s ten-year anniversary originally caused the 

agreement to be dubbed “a success”, the World Bank has since admitted that incorrect data was used in calculations.  Following this, the Center for Economic and Policy Research published a paper entitled NAFTA at 10: The Recount, which reveals a negative impact on Mexico’s growth rate. 

WHEREAS:   Prior to NAFTA, Mexico’s per capita income was increasing by an 

average of 4% per year (100% in a twenty-year period), but from 2000 to 

2005, Mexico’s per capita income has increased by only 1.7%, or .34% per year.  It is estimated that, without NAFTA, Mexico would have reached a European standard of living by 2005.

WHEREAS:   An estimated 28,000 small and medium-sized businesses in Mexico went 

bankrupt during NAFTA’s first four years of implementation.

WHEREAS:  
Approximately 1.3 million farm jobs in Mexico have been lost due to increased importation of products from the United States.

WHEREAS:   Wages for factory workers in Mexico have declined 13.5% since the 

instatement of NAFTA, and the country’s income inequality index is still among the highest in the world with the richest 10% earning 45 times what the poorest 10% of the work force earns.

WHEREAS:    The number of illegal Mexican immigrants into the United States has 

more than doubled since NAFTA was instated, rendering the agreement’s 

argument as a deterrent of illegal immigration null and void.

WHEREAS:   Corporate relocation (in search of lower salaries) caused nearly 9 million 

“high-quality” American jobs to be lost in 2002 alone. 

NOW, THEREFORE, LET IT BE RESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES:

Section 1:        That upon passage of this resolution, it is requested that the United States 

Congress seek to remove the United States of America, wholly and permanently, from the North American Free Trade Agreement.
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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION TO AMEND THE CONSTITUTION OF THE UNITED STATES, IN ORDER TO DISSOLVE THE ELECTORAL COLLEGE

WHEREAS:
the Electoral College was instated to provide a proportional representation of the opinions of the people of the United States of America. 

WHEREAS:
the Electoral College has, in the past, selected a candidate as president-elect in opposition to the national popular vote. 

WHEREAS:
candidates considered to be "third-party" are generally overlooked by the current system as they are unlikely to receive a majority vote in any given state. 

WHEREAS:
candidate focus on "swing-states" limits attention to voters throughout much of the country, minimizing their importance. 

WHEREAS:
simple modification of the current and standing Electoral College system will not result in proportional representation due to the limited number of votes allocated per state.  

WHEREAS:
it important to consider the good of the nation and the will of the people in selection of president-elect and vice president-elect as it is considered in selection of representatives. 

WHEREAS:
the "college of electors" was first written into federal law in 1845, and does not reflect the original idea of the founding fathers. 

NOW, THEREFORE, LET IT BE RESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES AND THE SENATE CONCURRENTLY: 

SECTION 1:
The President and Vice President of the United States shall be elected as determined by the popular vote of the people of the several States and of the district constituting the seat of government of the United States.

SECTION 2:
Congress shall establish uniform residence and age qualifications for electors, and all electors shall have the qualifications requisite for electors of congressional representatives of their state of residence, but any state legislature shall maintain the right to determine less restrictive qualifications in respect to residence.

SECTION 3:
Each elector shall cast a single vote which shall jointly apply to President and Vice President.  Candidate names must not be joined without mutual consent thereto and no jointure of names shall take place between a candidate and more than one other person.

SECTION 4:
By law, the Congress may, in case of death of any presidential or vice presidential candidate, provide for the people as it sees fit, in accordance with standing national law.

SECTION 5:
By law, the Congress may, in case of a tie in any election, provide for the people as it sees fit, in accordance with standing national law.

SECTION 6:
The title of President-Elect or of Vice President-Elect shall be allotted to the persons having the greatest number of votes.

SECTION 7:
This article shall apply at the expiration of a one-year period, which shall begin on the date of ratification of this article, and shall, by law, become the legal method of appointment in any presidential election following.

WHEREAS: The United States fought for Puerto Rico’s independence in the Spanish American War, freeing them from the oppressive Spanish monarchy.

WHEREAS: The colors of the flag of Puerto Rico are red, white, and blue, showing that the dream of the people of Puerto Rico has been to be a part of the United States, both politically and culturally. 

WHEREAS: Puerto Ricans are automatically citizens of the United States, and Puerto Rico relies very much on monetary aid from the United States.

WHEREAS: As inhabitants of a state of the United States, Puerto Ricans would have to pay federal income taxes. 

WHEREAS: Puerto Rico is a "self-government in respect of internal affairs and administration, subject to relevant portions of the Constitution and the laws of the United States"

WHEREAS: Puerto Ricans have a 48.2% poverty rate and the gap between Puerto Rico's per capita income and U.S. national levels has essentially remained unchanged since 1952 — one third the U.S. national average and roughly half that of the poorest state.

NOW, THEREFORE, LET IT BE RESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES AND THE SENATE CONCURRENTLY: 

SECTION 1: Upon the passage of this resolution, it is requested that the United States Congress officially consider the Republic of Puerto Rico as the fifty-first state in the union.
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BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA:

Section 1:This act shall be known and cited as the “Oklahoma Vehicle Inspection Act of 2008”

A.   All motor vehicles tagged in Oklahoma will be required to be inspected by a licensed state inspector on an annual basis before a tag is issued or renewed for any motor vehicle.

Emissions will also be required on a/an a biannual  basis, for any automobile over two years old, under the conditions, listed above with for a fee of $35.00, with $20.00 being paid to the inspector and $15.00 being retained as a fee by the state of Oklahoma.

C.  To prove that the required inspections have taken place, the inspector will affix a clear vinyl seal on the left interior windshield of each vehicle at the time of inspection, which clearly states the date of the next required inspection an emissions test.

D. The fees would be earmarked to the sole purpose of improving the infrastructure of Oklahoma, as detailed above. Beg inning with the bridges most in danger of failing, as determined by the Oklahoma Department of Transportation, Oklahoma bridges will first be given emergency repairs, then more permanent repairs will begin as funds are paid into the state.

This section pertains to highways. All improvements and maintenance made to existing controlled-access state highways and interstates will be funded by tolls from those roadways, and all new controlled-access highways built in Oklahoma will be paid off by tolls from those roadways. The only exceptions from this rule will be the Turner Turnpike in between Oklahoma City and Tulsa, and U.S. Interstate highways inside of multi-county metropolitan statistical areas.

Section 4:
This section pertains to rail transit. The Oklahoma Department of Transportation will subsidize exactly 30% of costs pertaining to metropolitan pedestrian rail systems, and up to 50% of funding required to extend Amtrak’s Heartland Flyer further into Oklahoma.

Section 5:
This section pertains to health incentives, for healthier communities. The state will reward communities that provide 1 mile of bike trails for every 2,000 people with a .3% reduction in state sales tax, in that community. In order to qualify the schools must also comply with No Child Left Behind health regulations.

Section 6:
This section pertains to public bus subsidizes. The Oklahoma Department of Transportation as well as any other department of the state government will effectively end subsidizing bus transit that use buses that don’t feature low-emissions and bike racks, and enhanced bus stops.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA: 

Section 1:
High school students are not to work more than 15 hours during the five day school 


week. This does not include Saturday or Sunday. 
Section 2:
Exceptions are allowed for students who provide a significant portion of the family 


income and/or are below the poverty line. 
Section 3:
This bill does not apply to high school students under the age of 16. They are already 


protected under the Oklahoma Child Labor Laws. 
Section 4:
Definitions for the purpose of this bill:


A. Five day school week: Monday through Friday
B. High school students: Students in grades 9-12 
C. Significant portion: 25% or more 

D. Poverty line: Minimum level of income deemed necessary to achieve an adequate   

     standard of living. 

Section 5: 
Penalties:


The employer of the student will be fined $100 for every hour worked that exceeds the 


limit. 
Section 6:
All acts or parts of acts in conflict with these provisions are hereby 



repealed.

Section 7:
The provisions of this act are severable; should any part of this act be

declared unconstitutional, the remaining provisions shall not be affected.
Section 8:
This act shall be codified into the Oklahoma State Statutes upon passage and approval.
Section 9:
This act shall become effective 90 days after passage and approval.

AN ACT TO CALL FOR BETTER DRUG TESTING IN SCHOOLS; CALLING FOR TESTING TWO OR THREE TIMES A MONTH; CALLING FOR FUNDS FOR THE ACT; REPEALING CONFLICTING ACTS; PROVIDING SEVERABLITY; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTION; SETTING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA:

Section 1:
This bill shall be known and shall be cited as the Drug Free Schools Act.

Section 2:            The firs statute of this act shall be the creation of better drug testing in Oklahoma Schools.

A. Drug testing will be more random, a minimal of two to three times a month.

B. All students participating in extracurricular activities in school are to take a test a minimal

of three times a year.

C. To fund this proposal, a 2% sales tax on the purchase of alcohol in Oklahoma will be levied.

Section 3:
Penalties
A. Any teacher or coach who fail to turn in drug testing forms, the school

Will be fined no less than $1,000 dollars.

B. Any student who tests positive for any substance not prescribed by Family doctor shall be fined no less than $75 dollars, and no more then $250 dollars, suspended for two days, and suspended for two games or competitions.

C. If violated a second time, the offender shall be dismissed from activity, Suspended for no less than 3 days and no more than five, fined no less than $100 dollars no more than $450 dollars, and may face jail time up to 24 hours in a city or county facility.

Section 4:
All acts or parts of acts in conflict with these provisions are hereby

repealed.

Section 5:
The provisions of this act are severable; should any part of this act be

declared unconstitutional, the remaining provisions shall not be affected.
Section 6:
This act shall be codified into the Oklahoma State Statutes upon passage and approval.

Section 1:
The main roads in the state of Oklahoma will now be expanded and marked to have a bicycle lane which will allow bicyclists and the physically handicapped to travel safely whenever they do not have an automobile for transportation.  The main roads in the state of Oklahoma may now also have sidewalks that will allow bicyclists, physically handicapped, and pedestrians to travel safely along the side of the street, reducing the risk of accidents and injuries.
Section 2:
Definitions for the purpose of this bill

A. Main Roads: the government of Oklahoma will conduct a survey that will determine which roads have the most traffic that will require these alterations to the roads.

Section 3:
Roads that will be surveyed will only be roads in the metropolitan area that contain four lane roads.

Section 4:
For each dollar that the consumer purchases the alcohol product will tax five additional cents to fund this project.

Section 5:
All acts or parts of acts in conflict with these provisions are hereby 



repealed.

Section 6:
The provisions of this act are severable; should any part of this act be

declared unconstitutional, the remaining provisions shall not be affected.
Section 7:
This act shall be codified into the Oklahoma State Statutes upon passage and approval.

AN ACT TO MAKE THE DRIVING TEST ADMINISTERED IN THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA AN HOUR LONG AND TO REQUIRE UPDATED TESTS TO GUARANTEE SAFETY FOR ALL OTHER CITIZENS; DEFINING TERMS; ESTABLISHING PENALTIES; REPEALING CONFLICTING ACTS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR CODIFICATION; SETTING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA:

Section 1:
Oklahoma citizens will be allowed to take their driving test at the age of sixteen (16) that will consist of an hour long exam.  

Section 2:
After every five (5) years, there will be a test that will consist of a written portion and a physical test that will last twenty (20) minutes.
Section 3:
All Oklahoma citizens must follow the five (5) year pattern with renewing their drivers’ license.  If a person is unable to do so on the day that marks five (5) years, then the tests must be completed prior to that date.  The retake test will be available to the citizen six (6) months before his or her final date.

Section 4:
Any and all Oklahoma drivers’ licenses that have been established before this bill is passed will still be effective.  Whenever the driver’s license has expired, the citizen must retest and then begin the five (5) year pattern.
Section 4:
Definitions for the purpose of this bill:

A.
Exam: a written portion and a physical driving test that will test the driver of their 
capabilities of being on the road and if they will keep all others on the road safe.
D. Written Portion: test that will consist of questions concerning laws, regulations, and safety while driving in the state of Oklahoma
E. Physical Test: driving portion of the test that will determine whether or not the citizen is still capable of driving on the road.
Section 5: 
Penalties:
A. If the citizen does not retake the tests during their five (5) year period, then the license shall be suspended until the tests are redone.

B. There will be a five hundred dollar ($500) fine for the first time that a citizen is caught with a suspended license and citizen cannot retake tests for another four (4) months.

C. There will be a one thousand dollar ($1000) fine for the second time that a citizen is caught with a suspended license and citizen cannot retake tests for another year.
Section 6:
All acts or parts of acts in conflict with these provisions are hereby 



repealed.

Section 7:
The provisions of this act are severable; should any part of this act be

declared unconstitutional, the remaining provisions shall not be affected.
Section 8:
This act shall be codified into the Oklahoma State Statutes upon passage and approval.
Section 9:
This act shall become effective 90 days after passage and approval.
