1. At least one clinic will be set up or sponsored in each county seat.


2. Patients may not be turned away from nor forced to attend therapy. 


3. Funding for this will be appropriated from the Oklahoma Dept. of Health.

Section 1:
This bill shall officially be known as the “Oklahoma Election Reform Act of 2009.” 

Section 2:
Any persons wishing to form a political party shall do so in the following manner: A notice of intension to form a political party shall be filed with the secretary of the state election board. Upon receiving a notice of intension shall send back a confirmation of receipt. Upon receiving the confirmation of receipt the persons wishing to form a political party shall have one (1) year to circulate a petition to form said political party across the state.

Section 3:
Once ten thousand (10,000) signatures have been collected the petition shall be submitted to the state election board. Within thirty (30) days of receipt the state election board shall determine the sufficiency of said petition. If the state election board finds there are a sufficient number of valid signatures of registered voters the party becomes recognized under the laws and statutes of the state of Oklahoma. 

Section 4:
If the petition is not submitted to the state election board the notice of intent shall be considered null and void. If the above said persons still wish to form a political party they shall have to file a new notice of intension and have to recalculate said petition. 

Section 5:
Petitions to form a political party shall not be circulated between June 1 and November 15 of any even numbered year.

Section 6:
Any and all political parties that are recognized by the state of Oklahoma before the passage of this bill will continue to do so after this bills passage.

Section 7: 
In order for a political party to continue to be recognized by the state of Oklahoma its candidate for the governor or electors for the President and Vice President of the United States must receive at least ten (10) percent of the popular vote is said election. If a party fails to do this it will no longer be recognized by the state of Oklahoma. If a political party fails to put forth a candidate for governor or electors for the President and Vice President of the United States in two (2) consecutive elections shall no longer be recognized as a political party. 

Section 8:
In order for a person to vote in an election they must present either a form of photo identification or a voter registration card to the precinct work distributing ballots. Failure to do so will result in the person not being allowed to cast a ballot.

Section 9:
No person shall be allowed to vote twice in the same election.

Section 10:
The cutoff date to request an absentee ballot will be one (1) month before the election for which the ballot requested. The same requirements for casting a ballot at a person’s designated precinct shall apply to requesting an absentee ballot. Includes but 


is not limited to: Police vehicles, ambulances, and fire response crews.

A healthy and hygienic sanitary state must be consistently provided; all manure and other filth shall bagged and left to be picked up by the city with yard trash, if not used for personal use as an organic fertilizer.

No more than 6 chickens may be owned by any citizen inside city limits.

 

The owning of roosters is prohibited.

Should a chicken die, the owner must call animal control immediately and leave the removal and disposal of the corpse to the city.

No scraps of animal matter or other waste contaminated by animal matter may be fed to the chickens under any circumstances.

Treatments and shots must be provided by the owners when needed.

The city will investigate the living conditions of the chickens if and only if complaints are called in by other city residents.

Section 4:

City limits: the defined boundaries of a city

Roosting area/roost: A perch on which domestic fowl or other birds rest or sleep.

Laying area: Space designated for hens or other domestic fowl to lay their eggs.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA
Section 1: 
This act shall be known and cited as the Vaccination Protection Act. 

Section 2: 
All health agencies in the State of Oklahoma will be required to inform all their patients and or the legal parent(s) or guardian(s) of the side effects that are caused by vaccinations to immunize the patient from the actual disease. The patient and or the legal parent(s) or guardian(s) shall be educated about the risks they will take when receiving vaccinations. 

Section 3: 
Definitions for the purpose of this bill: 



A. 
Health agency: a place where vaccinations are given

B. 
Patient: a person who is receiving the vaccination

C. 
Vaccination: A weak form of a disease used to immunize a patient from the actual disease

D. 
Side effects: events that are caused by the vaccinations including nausea, rashes, deaths, seizures, etc.

E. 
Doctor’s appointment: a specified time that is assigned to a patient to get vaccinated

F. 
Immunization: also known as a vaccination

Section 4: 
All medically trained persons who will be giving immunizations will have to obtain the consent of the patient and or their legal parent(s) or guardian(s) before providing vaccinations to a patient. These personnel will have to explain the legal rights and the meaning of the papers which are to be signed by the patient and or the patient’s legal parent(s) or guardian(s) prior to vaccinating the patients. The medically trained person giving the vaccination will be required to describe the precautions and tell the patient the composition of the vaccine, possible side effects and risks that are being taken when this vaccine is taken. They can also explain what diseases the vaccination can protect against and what is good about the vaccine. 

Section 5: 
Though the legal parent(s) or guardian(s) is/are allowed to decide when their child is ready for vaccinations and when they want to give their child a vaccine, state and federal regulated vaccines will be required to be given when the child is five years of age. 
Section 6: 
All medically trained persons who are giving the vaccines must tell the legal parent(s) or guardian(s) about their right to obtain a waiver from a particular vaccine. Patients and or their legal parents or guardians have to be given this option and they can refuse a certain vaccine if they feel that it is against their religion, their philosophy or for medical reasons. This can be done by filling out a form that allows their child to be exempted from a certain vaccine. This form can be found online or at the Oklahoma State Department of Health. The waiver will also have a clause that will waive the rights of the patient and or their legal guardians to sue the State of Oklahoma and the Oklahoma State Department of Health in the event if the patient suffers any harm because the vaccination is refused by the patient, the patients’ legal parent(s) and or guardian(s). 

Section 7: 
When a vaccine is to be taken, the number of vaccines given at any one time shall be limited. At a doctor’s appointment, where vaccines are to be given, only one or at a maximum two approved combinations of vaccines can be given at once. These doctor’s appointments at which the vaccines are given, should have an interval of a minimum fourteen days. The combination of two (2) vaccines that will be given at one (1) doctor’s appointment should be scientifically proven to be safe to be given to any patient and will not harm them when the two diseases clash. 

Section 8: 
All schools, preschools, day care centers, etc. will not be allowed to mandate that their students have their state and federal required immunizations before they enter kindergarten. However, children will be mandated to have taken at least have four doses of DPT, two doses of Hepatitis B, two doses of HIB, two doses of measles, two doses of mumps, two doses of rubella, four doses of polio, one dose of varicella, and one dose of hepatitis A, by the time they are ten years old. 

Section 9: 
If a child moves from a different state or country and enters school in Oklahoma after he/she is ten years old, but does not have all the required vaccines, he/she will be given a year to complete all the vaccination requirements from the date that he/she entered Oklahoma. Or, he/she will have a year since the time that a doctor or pediatrician is established, if that happens within three months of arrival into the State of Oklahoma. 

Section 10: 
If an epidemic was to occur, this bill does not prevent the patient from taking the vaccination that protects them from this disease. This bill only informs them about what risks that they are taking when taking these vaccines. Also, this bill does not prevent children younger than five years from taking their vaccinations early. It should be stressed that this decision of the legal parent(s) or guardian(s), not by the doctor or medically-trained personnel who wants the child to take the vaccine. 

Section 11: 
Penalties for a health agency: 

If a health agency does not inform their patients about the side effects caused by the vaccinations, they will be fined no less than $200 and no more than $1000 for each patient that has not been informed of the risks that are taken when taking a vaccine. In addition, as an apology, the health agency will have to give $150 to each to the patient who has not been informed of the side effects, risks, the composition of each vaccination, or about the exemption or wavier that they can obtain. Patients and or their legal parent(s) or guardian(s) can file a complaint against the health agency if they do not inform them about side effects, risks, the composition of each vaccination, or about the exempt or wavier that they can obtain. In addition to the fine, the agency will lose its charter for a month. 

Section 12: 
Penalties for a patient and or the legal parent or a guardian:

If a ten-year-old child does not have the required vaccinations that are listed in Section 8 of this bill, the legal parent(s) or guardian(s) be required to pay a fine. This fine will be no less than $50 and no more than $100 for each dose of vaccination not taken. If there is an exemption, then this section of the bill does not apply.

ANACT AMENDING 47 O.S. 11-801 CONCERNING MAXIMUM SPEED LIMITS ON THE INTERSTATE HIGHWAY AND FINES FOR EXCEEDING THE SPEED LIMIT.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA

A. Any person driving a vehicle on a highway shall drive the same at a careful and prudent speed not greater than nor less than is reasonable and proper, having due regard to the traffic, surface and width of the highway and any other conditions then existing. No person shall drive any vehicle upon a highway at a speed greater than will permit the driver to bring it to a stop within the assured clear distance ahead.

B. Except when a special hazard exists that requires lower speed for compliance with subsection A of this section, the limits specified by law or established as hereinafter authorized shall be maximum lawful speeds, and no person shall drive a vehicle on a highway at a speed in excess of the following maximum limits:

1. Seventy-five (75) Sixty five (65) miles per hour in locations comprising:

a. the turnpike system, and

b. rural segments of the interstate highway system, as may be designated by the Transportation Commission. Provided, however, the Commission shall determine prior to the designation of such segments that the public safety will not be jeopardized;

2. Seventy (70) Sixty (60) miles per hour in locations which are:

a. four-lane divided highways including, but not limited to, the interstate highway system, and

b. super two-lane highways. As used in this section, a super two-lane highway shall mean any two-lane highway with designated passing lanes, and consisting of paved shoulders not less than eight (8) feet in width;

3. Sixty-five (65) miles per hour in other locations;

4. For a school bus, fifty-five (55) miles per hour on paved two-lane highways except on multilane divided highways, turnpikes, and interstate highways where the maximum shall be sixty-five (65) miles per hour;

5. On any highway outside of a municipality in a properly marked school zone, twenty-five (25) miles per hour, provided the zone is marked with appropriate warning signs placed in accordance with the latest edition of the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices. The Department of Transportation may determine on the basis of an engineering and traffic investigation that a speed limit higher than twenty-five (25) miles per hour may be reasonable and safe under conditions as they exist upon a highway, and post an alternative school zone speed limit. The Department shall mark such school zones, or entrances and exits onto highways by buses or students, so that the maximum speed provided by this section shall be established therein. Exits and entrances to controlled-access highways which are within such school zones shall be marked in the same manner as other highways. The county commissioners shall mark such school zones along the county roads so that the maximum speed provided by this section shall be established therein. The signs may be either permanent or temporary. The Department shall give priority over all other signing projects to the foregoing duty to mark school zones. The Department shall also provide other safety devices for school zones which are needed in the opinion of the Department;

6. Twenty-five (25) miles per hour or a posted alternative school zone speed limit through state schools located on the state-owned land adjoining or outside the limits of a corporate city or town where a state educational institution is established;

7. Thirty-five (35) miles per hour on a highway in any state park or wildlife refuge. Provided, however, that the provisions of this paragraph shall not include the State Capitol park area, and no person shall drive any vehicle at a rate of speed in excess of fifty-five (55) miles per hour on any state or federal designated highway within such areas; and

8. For any vehicle or combination of vehicles with solid rubber or metal tires, ten (10) miles per hour.

The maximum speed limits set forth in this section may be altered as authorized in Sections 11-802 and 11-803 of this title.
C. The Commission is hereby authorized to prescribe maximum and minimum speeds for all vehicles and any combinations of vehicles using controlled-access highways. Such regulations shall become effective after signs have been posted on these highways giving notice thereof. Such regulations may apply to an entirely controlled-access highway or to selected sections thereof as may be designated by the Commission. It shall be a violation of this section to drive any vehicle at a faster rate of speed than such prescribed maximum or at a slower rate of speed than such prescribed minimum. However, all vehicles shall at all times conform to the limits set forth in subsection A of this section.

Copies of such regulations certified as in effect on any particular date by the Secretary of the Commission shall be accepted as evidence in any court in this state. Whenever changes have been made in speed zones, copies of such regulations shall be filed with the Commissioner of Public Safety.

D. The Oklahoma Turnpike Authority is hereby authorized to prescribe maximum and minimum speeds for trucks, buses and automobiles using turnpikes. The regulation pertaining to automobiles shall apply to all vehicles not commonly classified as either trucks or buses. Such regulations shall become effective only after approval by the Commissioner of Public Safety, and after signs have been posted on the turnpike giving notice thereof. Such regulations may apply to an entire turnpike project or to selected sections thereof as may be designated by the Oklahoma Turnpike Authority. It shall be a violation of this section to drive a vehicle at a faster rate of speed than such prescribed maximum speed or at a slower rate of speed than such prescribed minimum speed. However, all vehicles shall at all times conform to the requirements of subsection A of this section.

Copies of such regulations, certified as in effect on any particular date by the Secretary of the Oklahoma Turnpike Authority, shall be accepted in evidence in any court in this state.

E. The driver of every vehicle shall, consistent with the requirements of subsection A of this section, drive at an appropriate reduced speed when approaching and crossing an intersection or railway grade crossing, when approaching and going around a curve, when approaching a hillcrest, when driving upon any narrow or winding roadway, and when special hazard exists with respect to pedestrians or other traffic, or by reason of weather or highway conditions.

F. 1. No person shall drive a vehicle on a county road at a speed in excess of fifty-five (55) miles per hour unless posted otherwise by the board of county commissioners, as provided in subparagraphs a through c of this paragraph, as follows:

a. the board of county commissioners may determine, by resolution, a maximum speed limit which shall apply to all county roads which are not otherwise posted for speed,

b. the board of county commissioners shall provide public notice of the speed limit on all nonposted roads by publication in a newspaper of general circulation in the county. The notice shall be published once weekly for a period of four (4) continuous weeks, and

c. the board of county commissioners shall forward the resolution to the Director of the Department and to the Commissioner of Public Safety.

2. The Department shall post speed limit information, as determined pursuant to the provisions of subparagraphs a through c of paragraph 1 of this subsection, on the county line marker where any state highway enters a county and at all off-ramps where interstate highways or turnpikes enter a county. The signs shall read as follows:

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oklahoma

Section 1: All drivers in the State of Oklahoma will refrain from using any handheld or hands-free cellular devices while operating a motor vehicle. 

Section 2: This includes answering incoming calls, listening to voice mailbox, dialing outgoing calls, sending and receiving text messages, checking e-mail, and playing games. Cellular devices on speakerphone will be no exception. Upon renewing or issuing a drivers license, one must sign a form stating they know about and understand this act. Section 1: This act shall be known as the Green-Planetpal Preservation Act of 2009. 
Section 2: All school districts throughout the State of Oklahoma shall require each of their public                                                                                                                                                        and/or private schools to establish recycling facilities in the designated eating area of the school and  impose its students, ranging in any schooling combination of the grades K through 12th, to properly and actively use the facilities.                                                                       

Section 3: All recycling facilities shall be composed of five color-coded trash bins which shall serve to collect paper, glass, metal, plastic, and Styrofoam products. Each recycling bin shall be of a different color than the other four and additional bins of a specific product may be placed alongside the original bin as needed. The five bins may be of different sizes but shall be of the same differences and sizes throughout all schools in the state of Oklahoma.

Section 4: The transpiration of the recycling facilities shall be composed of two parts: the trial/reward period and standard period. The trial/reward period shall be active only during the first semester of the school year in which the program is first introduced. During this time, the Oklahoma Recycling Association (OKRA) shall supervise the recycling progress of each school in the state of Oklahoma through monthly recycle pick-ups that shall be completed within each school district. If and when a school is able to recycle a minimum of one full bin of any of the five products per month during the semester, the school shall be rewarded with a monetary appreciation of $1500, which may be altered as needed, signed by the governor. If a school fails to establish a recycling facility within their property or inactively use it during this period, the school shall not be penalized in any way. The standard period will be active during the second semester of the school year and for subsequent school years. During this time, OKRA shall once again supervise through weekly recycle pick-ups. If a school has still not established a recycling facility within their property or fails to recycle at all during this period, the school will be deprived by 1%, which may be altered as needed, of its funding. No form of monetary appreciation shall be rewarded during this period.  

Section 5: Definitions for the purpose of this bill

A. Public School – A free tax-supported institution that serves to teach children and is controlled by a local governmental authority.

B. Private School – An institution that serves to teach children and is established, conducted, and primarily supported by a nongovernmental agency.

C. Recycling Facility – A facility that serves to collect reusable items such as paper, glass, metal, plastic, and Styrofoam products.

D. Trash Bin – In context of this bill, a large container that serves to bear reusable, recyclable products such as paper, glass, metal, plastic, and Styrofoam.

E. Natural Resource – Industrial materials and capacities supplied by nature such as the trees required to process paper.

F. Recyclable – A product that can be reused by undergoing the process of recycling. 

Section 6: Penalties

If a school fails to establish a recycling facility or follow the one bin minimum per month goal during any standard period of recycling, the school shall be deprived by 1%, which may be altered as needed, of its funding.
Section 7: All acts or parts of acts in conflict with these provisions are hereby repealed.

Section 8: The provisions of this act are severable; should any part of this act be declared unconstitutional, the remaining provisions shall not be affected.
Section 9: This act shall be codified into the Oklahoma State Statutes upon passage and approval.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA:
Section 1:        All individuals who reside in correctional facilities in the state of Oklahoma, sentenced to serve two or more years for any criminal offense are eligible to participate in a government funded program established to research all major human diseases, with a specific emphasis on AIDS/HIV research. 

Section 2:        Definitions for the purpose of this bill:

                        A. Correctional facility – a prison or institution owned and operated by a government used for the long-term confinement of criminals. 

                        B. Sentence – a judgment made in a court of law. 

                        C. Inmate – a criminal resident of a correctional facility. 

                        D. Medical professional – a person educated in medicine.  

                        E. Medical research – research into the field of medicine. 

                        F. Law enforcement – (1) Upholding the laws. (2) Government organizations created for the purpose of upholding the laws issued under that government. 

Section 3:        Subjects enter the program on a volunteer basis only. 

Section 4:        Only subjects who have contracted a disease previous to entering the program are eligible to test treatments for that disease. 

Section 5:        Inmates serving a sentence less than two years are not eligible to participate in the program. 

Section 6:        Inmates serving a sentence between two and twenty years in length will receive compensation for their participation in the program in the form of a reduction of their original sentence by two months for every year they participate in the program. 

Section 7:        Inmates serving twenty or more years will receive compensation in the                                                    

                        form of seventy dollars for every month they participate in the program.    

Section 8:        The program will consist of two branches. 

Section 9:        The first branch will be the medical board that is responsible for managing finances within the program, choosing qualified professionals to fill positions in both the medical branch of the program and the medical panel, preparing the legal documents and drawing out liability to be presented to the subjects of the study, and planning the courses of action to be taken when performing said medical research. 

Section 10:      The medical branch of the program, which consists of qualified medical professionals chosen by the medical panel, will be responsible for the welfare of the inmates participating in the program as well as the medical research and development the program is designed to carry out. 

Section 11:      The medical professionals will be chosen by a two thirds vote of the medical panel. The first members of the board will be interviewed and chosen by the governor of the state of Oklahoma. Once the board is in place they will replace members as needed. Members of the board can be dismissed from the board by a three-fourths vote from the remaining board members. New members may be hired provided a vacancy is present in the board by a seven-eighths vote of the current board members. At any one time the board will consist of eight members, six qualified medical professionals one of which must be a psychologist. At least one member must also be a lawyer.  One final member does not have to have any specific previous qualifications except for the fact that they must be experienced in law enforcement.

Section 12:      All acts or parts of acts in conflict with these provisions are hereby repealed.
